Recently it has come to light that this creek was 

once known as Elston Creek, after the Guest 

House which was located at its headwaters.  

We now have photos of the Guest House and 

Elston Falls. We do not yet know the origin of 

the word Elston.  

This creek was listed on a 1915 plan of survey 

as Small Creek. 

It has also been locally known as Lexyôs or 

Smallôs Creek. 

In the photo on the right, Leslie David Thomp-

son is standing with arms crossed. 

This permanent creek runs parallel 

to the Maleny-Montville Road be-

fore turning and running down to 

Elston Creek near Lake Baroon.  

The name was proposed by resi-

dents, several of whom have seen 

the frogs.  

The Pobblebonk frog,

(Limnodynastes dumerili) is a bur-

rowing frog with a distinctive 

óbonkô call. It is listed as threatened.  

This sighting is verified by Eva 

Ford, Threatened Species Project 

Officer, Mary River Catchment Co-

ordinating Committee, and by the 

Queensland Museum.

This has been named for many 

years, as evidenced in the 

1997 Lake Baroon Catchment 

Management Strategy and 

Lake Baroon Catchment Im-

plementation Plan.   



This small permanently-flowing 

creek runs through re-growth forest, 

most of which is in a relatively un-

disturbed condition.  

It has been locally known as Hindu 

Creek, after Indian settlers.  

We found local acceptance for the 

Creek name to be changed to 

óWhardjinô. Bev Hand, local spokes-

person for the indigenous people, 

wrote: óWhardjin is a Djala word 

meaning ólaughingô.  

Obi Obi is derived from a Djala 

word. Whardjin was also the name of 

a Djala warrior and elder.ô 

Bridge Creek and Baroon Pocket 

were meeting places for local indige-

nous people for thousands of years. 

Whardjin Creek 

This creek flows from North Maleny 

Road and Tamarind Street down to join 

Bridge Creek before which it flows under 

a small wooden bridge.  

In the upper reaches there are at least two 

distinct tributaries. There are also falls 

where the creek flows over the escarp-

ment.  

It is named after Edward and Elizabeth 

Lawley who came to Maleny in 1893. 

They selected land at the top of Teak 

Street and named it Greenridge. They 

built the house which has recently been 

removed to Historical Society land.  

In 1903, Edward was one of the founding 

Provisional Directors of the Maleny But-

ter Factory, and served as a Councilor on 

Landsborough Shire Council. 

As time went on he acquired more land, 

part of which is the farm where Ed and 

Karen Lawley live today.

Lawley Creek 



This Creek is named after the Alcorn 

brothers, Jack and Norman, who 

lived on one of the properties on this 

Creek.  Jack Alcorn came to Maleny 

in 1908.   

Norman Alcorn, who later bought 

land in the Walkersô Creek area, 

came in 1912.   

Sources of this history are an inter-

view with the late Milton Alcorn, 

April 2007;  and discussions with 

Jack Alcornôs daughter, Grace 

Lohning, who grew up on the farm at  

Alcorn Creek. 

There are at least two historical 

maps showing this creek to be 

Graves Creek.  One is dated May 6th 

1885.   

There were two brothers, John and 

Lawrence. As far as we know the 

Graves story is not documented.  

They sold to T.C. Dixon.
